How to Write Your Own VBS Series of Lessons Effectively & Relevantly

Why write your own lesson for VBS?  What is the central goal of the VBS lesson?  What are we trying to accomplish during the week?  What are the relevant issues facing our church and community?  How can we become more effective in our approach?

Communicating the VBS Vision from the Pulpit

This course is designed to describe and discuss the pastor’s responsibility in communicating, implementing, and executing the visualization of VBS through exposition from the pulpit through Biblical models. How can the pulpit work together with the director, staff, officers, leaders and members?  Communicating and connecting with the members in the pulpit and outside the pulpit is essential for effective VBS programs.
Team Organization for VBS

This course is designed to look at VBS organization from a team approach. Why teams?  What does the word team mean? How can a person become a team player? How does one articulate the goals and objectives of a team in VBS?  Developing a team concept that is communicated to all to share with all is the major objective for this session.
VBS & New Attendees

VBS for Teens and Tough Decisions
